ANDAMERICAN GLOBALSTRATEGYAT THE TURN OF THE MODERNAND CONTEMPORARY
AGES

The article explores the transformation of U. S. foreign policy at the turn of the XIX-th and XX-th centuries,
with a particular focus on East Asia and China. It analyzes the essence and significance of the “Open Door”
doctrine initiated by U. S. Secretary of State John Hay, which laid the foundation for a new format of American
global strategy. The initiative represented an attempt to implement U. S. economic expansion in China without
direct colonization, ensuring equal access for all powers to the Chinese market.

Using an interdisciplinary approach, the study examines American diplomatic efforts within the broader
context of imperial rivalry in East Asia and analyzes the positions of key global powers (Great Britain, Japan,
Russia, France, Germany) regarding the U. S. initiative. The article highlights the role of Anglo-American
rapprochement as a factor in supporting the Open Door Policy and outlines its long-term significance for
U. S. foreign policy.

The further evolution of the United States’ regional and global policy in the XX-th ct. is demonstrated,
highlighting its commitment to the principles of free trade, the preservation of territorial integrity, and the
rejection of war as a means of conducting international relations. It is argued that the implementation of the Hay
Doctrine resulted in the global adoption of the ideology of “economic imperialism” during the 20th century.
Its core principles included the development of a free market, opposition to European colonialism and Soviet
expansionism (particularly after World War II), and the promotion of postwar reconstruction through the
Marshall Plan, within which the principle of a free economy was also advanced. During the Cold War, the
“Open Door” principle evolved into a rhetoric of containing communism, with Washington advocating for
unrestricted access to global markets in direct contrast to the closed economies of the socialist bloc.

The author concludes that, despite limited and formal support from the international community, the
Open Door Policy played an important role in strengthening the United States’ position on the global stage.
1t contributed to the development of the concept of economic globalization and influenced the evolution of
U. S. diplomacy throughout the XX-th century. The research is based on a wide range of sources, including
official documents, diplomatic correspondence, and the works of leading American historians.
